The countryside Banova was settled at the end of 8th century. There were discovered 34 slavonic graves from 8th- 9th century. The eldest actum goes back to 1208 which was released by Nitra district administrator Thomas. Banove is noticed in latin as "terra Bani"there. It is saved in two original copies and it is placed in Hungarian archive. We know Banova as "Banfoula" from 1393 and later , from 1539 as Banowa. The armorial bearing showed a crawfish over a water. Since 1970 is has been a part of Zilina. The number of inhabitans is 1879 (September/2008)
      Banova is bounded by river Rajcianka from the East,by another part of Zilina called Zavodie from the North and there is Bytcica as a border from the South.
In the middle of this commune there was created a square sv. Jána Bosca. On the north part of this square, there is beautifull clasicistic cloister from the first half of 19th. century. Before 2005 it was ruined but after changing of owner it has been reconstructed. In front of this cloister, we can see Church of Bozskeho Srdca Jezisovho from 1935 which was built from money collections of inhabitants. On the left and on the right side there is a cluster housing. On the left side there is a building of ex basic school. Nearly in the middle of the square there is stone cross of Christ Crucified which was made by the help of offerings from America.
      Nowadays there is a nursury school as well as basic school in Banova. The first teacher was Jozef Valent who started to teach in his own house in 1900. The building of contemporary school was built in 1962.
      Bitarova brook is leaking in Banova from the western side and it is regulated because it is flowing through the whole middle part of Banova. Bitarova brook is pouring itself into the river Rajcianka. Rajcianka is leaking to Zilina from Lietavska Lucka and Bytcica. It frames natural border between city wards: Banova, Zavodie, Strazov. Rajcianka, 47,5 km long (or Zilinka- in the past) is springing in Strazov mountains, south-west from Cicmany - very interesting village. Is is leaking through Rajecka walley. In Zilina, it is leaking itself into the river Vah.
